Breakfast Breakthroughs Lighter Lunches
Make an omelet with 1 egg and 2 egg whites instead of 3 whole eggs. Skip the second piece of bread to make an open face sandwich.
Choose a whole grain english muffin instead of a bagel. Top a salad with tuna packed in water instead of tuna packed in oil.
Spread 2 tbsp. sugar-free jam on an english muffin instead of 1 tbsp. butter. Add lettuce and tomato to a sandwich instead of 1 slice of cheese.
Replace -2 cup of granola with % cup of oatmeal cooked in water. Make egg salad with low-fat plain greek yogurt instead of mayonnaise.
Have 3 slices turkey bacon instead of 3 slices regular bacon. Sweeten up a salad with % cup of fresh raspberries instead of % cup dried
Replace fried eggs with hard boiled eggs. cranberries.
Top toast with 1 tbsp. of peanut butter instead of 2 tbsps. Make a sandwich on a sandwich thin instead of on a bun.
Cook % cup of oatmeal 1 cup of water instead of 1 cup of milk. Dress a salad with fresh squeezed lemon or 1 tbsp. balsamic vinegar instead
Sweeten oatmeal with cinnamon instead of milk and sugarr. of 2 tbsps. regular salad dressing.
Replace 3 oz. pork sausage with 3 oz. lean turkey sausage. Make a sandwich with 3 oz. lean turkey rather than 3 oz. roast beet.

Replace half of the beans in a chili recipe with an equivalent amount of Snack on a small apple instead of 1 cup dried apple slices.
mushrooms. Snack on 1 cup of celery sticks with peanut butter instead of an apple with
Make a meatloaf with 98% lean ground beef instead of regular beef. peanut butter.
Trim the fat off of your meat or poultry before cooking. Opt for fruit packed in water instead of juice.
Broil a 3 oz. steak instead of pan frying it in butter or oll. Swap a serving of chips with 3 cups of plain air-popped popcorn.
Skip the skin of rotisserie chicken. Order a kid-sized popcorn at the movie theater.
Swap 4 oz. of salmon for 4 oz. tilapia. Top popcorn with herbs and spices instead of butter and oill.
Replace linguini pasta with spiralized zucchini noodles. Munch on %2 cup edamame instead of % cup raw almonds.
Swap spaghetti squash for spaghetti. Swap a % cup salted almonds for a 1 serving of lightly salted pretzels.

Leave the cheese out of homemade pesto sauce. Serve up hummus with 1 cup of raw veggies instead of 1 serving of crackers.
